In Wagga the week — which is an
initiative of The Actions Awareness
Group (TAAG) — will kick off with a
host of events today.

There will be a fundraising barbecue
at Bunnings at the corner of Dobney
Avenue and Pearson Street run by
South Wagga Rotary.

The first $500 raised by the
barbecue will be donated to TAAG and
South Wagga Rotary will be putting all
other money raised towards other
community causes.

TAAG volunteers will be at a stall to
hand out out Respect Balloons and
other items for the children.

TAAG will also have a stand at
Wagga Marketplace today.

In Respect Weekeek, TAAG will have
stands in the Sturt Mall and South
City on Thursday and Friday
respectively.

Wagga City Council has also placed
a Respect Week banner across
Wollundry Lagoon Bridge.

TAAG has also been active in

Wagga’s school ahead of Respect
Week.

All Year 7 students will receive a
Respect rubber wristband and
teachers at all schools were given
enough yellow fluro jackets with
“plant RESPECT and watch it grow”
logos on the back to wear on
playground and bus duty.

Wagga High School held a special
assembly for its students on

Wednesday to discuss the
significance of Respect Week.
TAAG has also produced a fridge
magnet with their “STOP ... THINK ...
RESPECT ... because everyone
counts” as well as the “plant
RESPECT and watch it grow” logos.
Meanwhile, many of Wagga’s
butchers will be using TAAG’s

“Respect Everyone” stickers on their
packaged meat parcels during the
week, which are also being used by
Woolworths and Coles stores.

All children in daycare pre-schools
and primary schools will receive the
stickers.

All kindergarten children will receive
a Respect pencil grip from TAAG at
the start of the 2014 school year.

Bee Dee Bags has produced a
special Respect Week reusable
shopping bag, which will be on sale
for $1 each at TAAG stalls at The
Marketpace and Bunnings today, at
the Sturt Mall next Thursday 4-9pm
and at South City on Friday 4-9pm.

The Daily Advertiser printed A5
Respect Week flyers in this week’s
Wednesday and Friday editions and
these were also distributed along with
A3 posters to Wagga businesses,
school, the university, industrial areas
and Defence bases.
