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FUEL and labour costs
for home heating can
be at least halved this
winter by using wheat
as fuel instead of wood.

The innovative
American bio-fuel slow
combustion “Wheater”
so impressed fifth-
generation Coolamon
cropping farmers Ivan
and Alexis Furner that
they have now become
agents for them.

“We live in a turn-of-
the-century six-
bedroom Federation-
style home with 11 foot
ceilings,” said Mr
Furner.

“The home was
originally built with the
aim of keeping out the
sun more than the
cold.”

“The insulating
properties of this type
of concrete are zero,
and with six-inch thick
walls and no cavity for
insulation, our house
has until now always
been cold.”

Heating methods
including wood,
electricity and gas were
inefficient while only
raising the temperature
in the home marginally.
Last winter the Furners
started using the
“Wheater” and said
their house was the
warmest it had ever
been.

“The Wheater was
able to burn 24 hours a
day, seven days a week

at a constant heat,” Mr
Furner said.

The heating system
was also more
economically constant.
In a cost analysis
typical heating costs for
seven tonnes of wood
at $150 a tonne was
compared to two
tonnes of wheat
totalling $560.

Wheat is cheaper
than natural gas, LPG,
oil and electricity. A
tonne of wheat will cost
about $280 farm gate,

and an average
Wheater provides a
ranger of 8000 to
30,000Btu of heat,
burning about 15 to
20kg of wheat per day,
needing its hopper
topped up only once in
24 hours.

Wheat heaters offer
minimal smoke, ash or
maintenance cleaning,
providing the ambience
of wood heating without
the effort of collecting,
cutting or splitting
firewood. They can run

on most grains or
pelletised product,
compressed waste and
newspapers – even
cherry seeds –
providing it has less
than 11 per cent
moisture.

The technology was
only introduced into
Australia in November
2011, but has been
successfully used in the
United States for at
least 30 years, with
corn typically being
used there.
